The 2012 National Western Stock Show was another great event
for the Hereford breed. Tremendous amount of enthusiasm for the
Hereford cattle was prevalent both "On the Hill' and "In the Yards" at
Denver. Record numbers of cattle were exhibited with an unbelivable
large attedance of people watching the shows and sale.

Here is some data from the 2012 National Western Stock Show
Hereford events. There were 141 head of Junior Hereford heifers that
were checked in by the American Hereford Association staff. Those
junior cattle were evaluated by Lydell Meier, Clinton, TN. Following
the junior heifer show, Jarold Callahan, Yukon, OK evaluated the 150
Hereford bulls of which 68 were in the horned division and 82 in the polled division. In the female
show, there were 306 head checked in, with 110 head being horned and 196 polled. The numbers in the
show on the hill was up by nearly 100 head over 2011.

Down in the yards, the pen of three female show continues to grow in numbers. This year there were
17 pens of three females from nine different states exhibited. These cattle were judged by a three-man
system. This year’s judges were Cody Lowderman, Macomb, Ill., Chris Scharbaruer, Amerillo, Texas
and Greg Shaw, Caldwell, Idaho. There were five carload of bulls shown following the pen of three
females and 32 pen of bulls. I would say that the pen of three bulls was the most completative pen
show since I have been helping with this event beginning in 2001. I thought some of the best young
bulls in Denver were in the pen show this year.

The Mile High National Hereford Sale was very active in bidding this year. A total of 4.41 bulls lots
averaged $41,213; 12 female lots averaged $8521; 5 female flushes averaged $9200 and 33 embryos
averaged $667. A special lot to raise funds for the Hereford Youth Foundation of America was a
highlight of the sale. he lot comprising of 20 select embryos from six breeders throughout the United
States brought $20,000 on a bid from Belle Point Ranch in Arkansas.

I believe that the strengths of the Hereford breed include fertility, feed effeciency, longevity,
disposition and soundness of structure. In Denver this year at the National Show, I saw the beginning
of some serious soundness issues with the Hereford cattle. I would like to challange breeders when
making mating decisions this spring to watch out for bulls that are too straight in their shoulder and
rear hocks, cattle that toe in or out on their front feet, or cattle that are bucked kneed. Please, breed to
the herd bulls that match stride, by putting their rear hoof in the same whole that the front hoof left
when on the move.

Hereford breeders have a tremedous product to offer the commercial cattle industry. As breeders,
continue building on your strengths and improving your weaknesses. Do not allow soundness to
become a weakness.

Remember to make your cattle better today, because you have to market them tomorrow!
